I was happy to be
asked to tell you a little
about our work here in
Quebec. We have en-
joyed our visits to Dick-
son very much. Robyn
and John Lampley and
Paula Hill are good
friends who have taken
the time to show us the
pleasures of your Old
Timers Days, the great
mural downtown and an
exceptional little coffee
shop. We always feel
welcome and encour-
aged after we visit ser-
vices at Walnut Street.
And of course we are
very grateful for the
support you send to our
work with the Quebec
City church of Christ.

I could write about the
great needs in Quebec;
the lack of churches, the
huge need for missionar-
ies to help evangelize
the only French-
speaking province of
Canada, or the sad fact
that there are less than
400 Christians scattered
among 7 million people
who have almost no
religion. But I would
rather tell you what I
am learning about my-
self as we begin our
third year here.

Before we came I had
lots of labels. I would
have told you that I was
an lowa girl, a full-time
freelance Sign Language
Interpreter, a member of
the Great River Players
Community Theatre
board of directors, a
costume designer by
hobby, a soccer mom
and so on. [ am not any
of those things anymore.
I moved to a new culture
where my profession and
my hobbies were not
available to me. I came
to a place where my
abilities were useless
and my hard won titles
meant nothing. I didn’t
even know how to say
most of them in French!

I stumbled through
months of challenges,
like figuring out how to
read the directions on an
ATM  before my card
was sucked into cyber-
space, and practicing
vocabulary for a few
days before working up
the courage to go to the
grocery store! We had
expected all of this, we
knew learning a new
language and culture
would be difficult, but as
with so many things, [
really didn’t understand
until I actually experi-
enced it.

I never meant for my
titles to be my identity. I
would have told you that
my real worth was
deeper than the activities
I carried out everyday.
But when I had to ask
myself who I really was,
I found that those skills
and daily schedules mat-
tered much more than
they should. It was very
humbling.  Stripped of
all my social identity I
felt pretty worthless.
But today I am happy to
say that God gave me a
great gift through this
experience.
